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The PE and sport premium is designed to help primary schools improve the quality of the PE and sport activities provided for the children of
the school. The government is spending over £450 million on this funding over the 3 academic years 2013 -2014, 2014 - 2015 and 2015 - 2016.
The aim of this additional funding is to provide sustainable improved quality provision for all children, including children with SEN.
